* ALL information on artificial infant feeding, including that on labels, should  
explain the benefits of breastfeeding and the costs and hazards associated with  
artificial feeding. 

* Unsuitable products, such as sweetened condensed milk, should not be  
promoted for babies. 

* Manufacturers and distributors should comply with the Code's provisions even  
if countries have not adopted laws or other measures (Innocenti Declaration on  
the Protection, Promotion, and Support of Breastfeeding.)

WHO/UNICEF policymakers' meeting on "Breastfeeding in the 1990s: A Global 

Initiative," co-sponsored by the United States Agency for International Development
